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Theoretical logic and value implications of
the integration of '"'competition, education,
and innovation'" in agricultural majors in
Heilongjiang vocational colleges under the
background of the ""double high'' construction
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Abstract : Under the background of the "dual high construction", the cultivation of agricultural related talents
in vocational colleges in Heilongjiang Province faces practical problems such as inadequate connection between
classroom teaching, skills competitions, and innovative practices, and insufficient coordination of educational
elements. The integration of "competition, education, and innovation" in education is not a simple combination of
teaching, competition, and innovation and entrepreneurship education. It is a systematic reconstruction of talent
training objectives, curriculum content, teaching organization, and evaluation mechanisms based on the attributes
of vocational education types, competency based concepts, and situational learning theories. The article is based
on the development needs of modern agriculture in Heilongjiang Province. From the perspectives of policy logic,

educational logic, and industrial logic, it analyzes the basis for the integration of "competition, education, and
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innovation" in agricultural majors, explains its internal structure based on "teaching", driven by "competition",

and enhanced by "innovation", and reveals its value implications in optimizing talent training objectives, promoting

curriculum system restructuring, enhancing teaching reform efficiency, and strengthening professional adaptability.

Research suggests that the integration of competition, education, and innovation in education is an important path

for vocational colleges in Heilongjiang to improve the quality of talent cultivation in agricultural majors and serve

regional agricultural modernization.
