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Abstract : Against the background of the deepening reform of vocational education and the continuous
advancement of the fundamental task of fostering virtue through education, secondary vocational English teaching
not only undertakes the mission of imparting linguistic knowledge and cultivating practical application abilities,
but also shoulders the important responsibility of value guidance and ideological education. As an important part
of outstanding Chinese culture, red culture embodies firm ideals and beliefs, profound patriotism, indomitable
striving spirit and collectivist values. Its effective integration into secondary vocational English teaching helps to
broaden the educational dimension of English courses and enhance students’ cultural identity, professional quality
and comprehensive abilities. At present, the integration of red culture in secondary vocational English teaching still
faces problems such as insufficient integration awareness, inadequate resource development, monotonous teaching
methods and imperfect evaluation mechanisms. From the perspective of ideological and political education through

curriculum, combined with the characteristics of secondary vocational English teaching, this paper analyzes the
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practical significance and existing dilemmas of integrating red culture, and puts forward specific strategies from the

aspects of teaching objective design, textbook content exploration, teaching method innovation, practical activity

expansion and evaluation system optimization, so as to provide references for the construction of ideological and

political education in secondary vocational English courses.
