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and Paper Book Teaching Mode in High School
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Abstract: With the rapid development of information technology and the widespread popularity of mobile
devices, electronic reading has become one of the important ways for young students to obtain information. As natives
of the digital age, high school students are increasingly exposed to and inclined to use e—books for reading. This trend
not only changes the way students acquire knowledge, but also puts forward new requirements for English reading
teaching.
