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Research on the Construction and Practice of

a PBL Teaching Model for Language Majors

in Private Higher Vocational Colleges under
School-Enterprise Collaboration

Abstract: Addressing the prevalent issue of shallow industry—education integration in language majors at private
higher vocational colleges, this study constructs a school—enterprise collaborative Project—Based Learning ( PBL )
teaching model that integrates a trinity of "national strategy, regional industry, and institutional characteristics," and
systematically plans its implementation pathway. Over a complete academic year cycle from September 2025 to June
2026, the research uses the multilingual major cluster at Yunnan College of Foreign Affairs & Foreign Language
as the practical vehicle. In collaboration with industry partners, a series of authentic "High—End Cultural Tourism
Digital Promotion" projects were designed and implemented to verify the feasibility and effectiveness of the model.
The research objectives include: completing the model construction and preliminary empirical testing; writing
and publishing relevant research findings; compiling a collection of digital project outcomes; and developing two
operational tools: theMultilingual PBL. Adaptation Checklistand theDual-Mentor Collaborative Guidance Manual.
Ultimately, the aim is to provide a logically clear, pathway—explicit, and easily promotable systematic implementation

plan for teaching reform in language majors at private higher vocational colleges.
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
