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The effect of evaluation card in practical

teaching activities —— Taking the '"'stage type"

evaluation card of primary school Chinese
extracurricular reading as an example

Abstract: Extracurricular reading is the core link of primary school Chinese practice teaching, but its openness
and implicit results make it difficult for traditional evaluation to achieve process tracking and effective incentive.
This paper uses the idea of stepwise evaluation for reference, introduces the mechanism of "star accumulation+rank
recognition" into Extracurricular Reading evaluation, designs and practices the evaluation card including four
dimensions of reading attitude, reading quantity, reading method and reading harvest, and constructs an evaluation
system with multiple participation of parents, students, groups and teachers. Practice shows that the evaluation card
can effectively stimulate students' internal drive in reading, standardize reading habits, improve reading quality
and Chinese comprehensive literacy, and form a virtuous cycle of "reading through evaluation and writing through
reading". At the same time, the article reflects on the problems of insufficient collaborative education and the squeeze
of reading time, and puts forward the improvement strategies of hierarchical evaluation and load reduction guarantee,
which provides an operable paradigm for the evaluation of primary school Chinese extracurricular reading practice

teaching.
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
