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Research on the Reconstruction of Boundaries
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Abstract: Against the backdrop of deepening population ageing and the accelerated development of the silver
economy, the issue of delineating public and market responsibilities in resource allocation has become increasingly
prominent. In practice, phenomena such as the overreach of public responsibilities, the expansion of market
obligations, and insufficient coordination constrain the high—quality development of the silver economy. Drawing upon
public goods theory and market economy theory, this analysis examines three dimensions: theoretical implications,
practical challenges, and pathways for reconstruction. It argues that public responsibilities should be refocused
towards fundamental safeguards, while market responsibilities should be strengthened to prioritise value creation.
Furthermore, a dual-responsibility coordination mechanism must be established to achieve proper allocation of duties
and functional complementarity, thereby solidifying the institutional foundations for the sustainable development of
the silver economy.
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
