Abstract: Yu Youren's calligraphy is primarily based on the steles style, evolving into three distinct styles:
Wei steles—style regular script, steles—style running script, and cursive script. The newspapers and documents of
the Republic of China have published numerous pieces of information related to Yu Youren's calligraphy. The first
category includes Yu Youren's calligraphic works, predominantly featuring Wei steles—style regular script and steles—
style running script; the second category consists of evaluations of Yu Youren's calligraphy by others; and the third
category encompasses historical materials pertaining to Yu Youren's calligraphy. The newspapers and documents of
the Republic of China constitute a valuable academic resource, providing significant reference value for studying the
origins and inspiration behind Yu Youren's steles—style calligraphic style.
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
