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Exploring the Chinese national spirit from Fuxi
Culture

Abstract: Fuxi Culture is the spiritual source of Chinese civilization, which embodies the great spirit of struggle,
unity, creativity and dream of the Chinese nation. By analyzing the legends of Fuxi's creation of the eight diagrams, the
invention of the fishnet, and the integration of the dragon totem, four spiritual cores can be extracted: first, the spirit of
constant self—improvement is reflected in Fuxi's creation of the eight diagrams and the invention of the fishnet, which
led his ancestors to break through ignorance and laid a foundation for understanding the world; Second, the spirit of
solidarity, taking the "dragon totem" as the starting point, shows the process of Fuxi tribe forming a composite dragon
shape by merging and merging multiple totems, reflecting the cultural integration and political cohesion of the early
Chinese nation; Third, the spirit of innovation and innovation was evident in Fuxi's institutional and technological
innovations such as calendar creation, fixed marriage and pottery making, which promoted the transformation of
Chinese civilization from primitive tribes to ritual society; Fourth, Zhaoqi's dream spirit of civilization, with the eight
trigrams symbol system as the core, provides the philosophical foundation for Chinese civilization. These spiritual
traits come down in one continuous line with the contemporary concepts of "self—improvement" and "integrity and
innovation". They are not only the cultural gene for building a strong sense of community of the Chinese nation, but
also the spiritual driving force for national rejuvenation.
