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Abstract: With the increasing attention of the country to ecological protection and high—quality development of
the Yellow River Basin, it has become an important mission in the field of education to explore the historical value of
the Yellow River culture and tell the "Yellow River story" well. As the main battlefield for cultural inheritance and
innovation, universities have integrated the Yellow River culture into the teaching of the course "Chinese Modern and
Contemporary Literature" as an important research topic. This article explores the inherent compatibility between
Yellow River culture and the course of "Chinese Modern and Contemporary Literature" in terms of cultural genes,
educational goals, and content expression. It analyzes the problems and causes in the current integrated teaching of
the two, and consiructs a four in one teaching path of "content method evaluation guarantee". Through systematic
content construction, innovative teaching methods, optimized evaluation system, and improved guarantee mechanism,
the deep integration of the two is achieved. Practice has shown that this path can effectively improve teaching
effectiveness, enhance students' cultural literacy and literary appreciation ability, assist in the inheritance of Yellow

River culture, and provide reference for the reform of liberal arts curriculum under the background of new liberal arts.
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
