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The Shift of Huayi Order in the Transformation
of Artistic Media in Nanzhao: Taking Nanzhao

Dehua Stele and Nanzhao Shengle as Examples

Abstract: This article takes the Dehua Stele and Fengsheng Music produced during the Nanzhao regime ( 738—

902 ) as the research objects, and reveals the dynamic mechanism of the construction of the Chinese civilization

community through interdisciplinary perspectives of art media and historical anthropology. Research has found that

in the cultural collision of the Tang and Tibetan games, Nanzhao completed the transformation of power discourse

from "confrontation between China and barbarians" to "coexistence of beauty and harmony" through the medium of

stone inscriptions and ritual music performances. This article studies the evolution of art media from "solidification

declaration" to "flow infiltration", which actually reflects the cultural strategy of peripheral regimes transforming

geographical disadvantages into an intermediary in civilization dialogue, reflecting the pattern of "diversity and unity"

of Chinese civilization.
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
