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Research on the reconstruction of sonata form
and musical narrative characteristics of Chopin’s
first ballad in G minor

Abstract: as the representative work of Chopin's four narrative piano works, the first ballad in G minor not
only occupies a key position in Chopin's piano creation process, but also marks the maturity of his creative skills.
In the creation process of this work, Chopin did not follow the framework of traditional sonata form, but innovatively
integrated variation, Sonata and Rondo form, thus showing a significant degree of freedom in the form structure. This
study first makes an in—depth analysis of the musical form structure of the first ballad in G minor, and then discusses
its sonata form structure and music composition characteristics. With its unique musical language, this work skillfully
combines narrative and lyric, and profoundly reveals Chopin's rich emotional world and his outstanding musical
talent. In the sonata form, Chopin skillfully uses the technique of theme contrast and unity, and constructs the music
image of both opposition and harmony through the deformation and expansion of motivation. In addition, Chopin
skillfully used the tonal transformation and the rich changes of harmony color, which greatly enhanced the dramatic
tension and expressiveness of his works.
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
