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A multidimensional study of gender differences
in English language from the perspective of
Sociolinguistics
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Abstract: there is a significant correlation between gender and language, and men and women show significant
differences in language characteristics. From the perspective of sociolinguistics, this study explores the root causes
of gender differences in language, and analyzes the differences between men and women in intonation, semantics,
syntax, discourse volume and topic response, so as to enhance people's understanding of the complexity of language
phenomena, enhance the scientificity of language research, and promote gender communication. This study aims to
reveal the underlying causes of gender differences in English language in the context of sociolinguistics. By exploring
the factors of social division of labor, social status and social psychology, this study reveals how these social factors
subtly affect the language use habits of men and women. From the perspective of static analysis, this study elaborates
the gender differences in intonation, semantics and syntax, which are not only reflected in the choice of vocabulary,
but also in the grammatical structure and expression. Dynamic analysis reveals the gender differences in discourse
volume and topic response strategies, and shows how men and women use different communication methods to
achieve communication purposes in different social scenes. This study is expected to enhance people's understanding
of gender differences in language, promote the development of language research in a more detailed and scientific
direction, and promote effective communication and mutual understanding between genders.
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
