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Abstract: As an important way of expressing human emotions and regulating psychology, music plays a key role
in daily life and professional activities. In the structure of, the sonata form occupies an extremely important position
in Chopin’ s piano solo works. As a kind of formal structure widely used in music creation, the sonata form not
only applied in symphony and concerto, but also promotes the development of multi-movement music performance
forms. Although the number of works using the sonata form in Ch’ s piano works is limited, the application of this
form in the field of piano solo is particularly crucial. Therefore, it is a topic worth in—depth study to explore its use in
Chopin’ s piano works.
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
