Abstract: The global extinction of Numenius tenuirostris was announced in 2024, which made humans realize
the complexity and fragility of the ecosystem and also triggered discussions on wildlife protection at the international
level. The complexity of the “Numenius tenuirostris Extinction Event” gives it a “hyperobjects” attribute. At present,
relevant comments about Numenius tenuirostris can be divided into three categories: some people question whether
the academic community’ s research on Numenius tenuirostris is necessary; some people attribute the cause of its
extinction entirely to human ineffective protection; and some people believe that Numenius tenuirostris is entirely
the result of natural selection, and humans should not interfere with natural selection. The above views simplify the
complexity of the problem and may cause wildlife protection actions to deviate from the “local” perspective. Wildlife
protection has never been just a scientific issue. If its “super—scientific” cannot be well revealed, related actions will
inevitably become a formality without practical significance. Related actions should not seek a one—off solution from a
one-sided point of view, but must be discussed in multiple ways in the interaction of various “perspectives”

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Abstract: After conducting topic clustering and time zone co—occurrence analysis on 269 Chinese core journal
literatures from 2014 to 2025, and comparing them with 32 highly cited literatures in Web of Science, it was found
that the number of studies on the dissemination of bullet comments in China has been continuously increasing, but
the current proportion of the total is still relatively low. The research on the communication mechanism, emotional
expression, algorithm governance and other directions involved in the hotspots, as well as the related research
on video platforms, subcultures, public opinion governance and intelligent technologies corresponding to them
respectively, shows a strong coupling. The content analysis method, sentiment computing and network graph analysis
adopted have also become the "main force" of research methods, to a certain extent promoting the intelligent shift

of research. From the perspective of theoretical systematicness, it is characterized by relatively slow expansion and
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conservatism. Therefore, in the future, research on bullet comments should start from the following three levels:
clarifying the development and changes of the concept of intelligent bullet comment dissemination in the Chinese

Abstract: With the deep integration of artificial intelligence technology and digital art, the music field is
undergoing a comprehensive change from creative logic to performance form, and the audience's demand for
visualization and interaction of music performance is increasingly prominent. Focusing on the core issue of "how
interactive technology enables music performance", this study takes max/MSP interactive visual programming
software as the core carrier, combined with wearable sensors and multimedia devices, to build a "sports music vision"
Trinity multimedia interactive audio—visual performance system, and explore the innovative path of music creation
and performance under the human—computer interaction mode. Through the complete process of music material
generation, interactive logic design, multimedia synchronous debugging and live performance implementation, the
feasibility and innovation of the technical scheme are verified. The results show that the interactive performance
system realizes the real-time linkage of motion data, music parameters and visual elements, and upgrades the music
performance from "pure auditory art" to "audio—visual interactive art", which not only expands the artistic expression
